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America-Levant Steamship Service.

In our “Maritime News” columns information has been given
from time to time of American and other steamers which during
the last few months have been operating between America and
the Levant. Some belong to apparently well established lines, other
are serving under time charters. Altogether, it has been cheering,
indeed, to witness this activity. As regards American merchant
vessels plying between the United States and Ievantine ports not
one had been seen out here for perhaps twenty yvears or more until
the spring of 1919.

In the September, 1915, issue of Levant Trade Review refe-

rence was.made to a letter received by Mr. Ravndal, American
Consul General in Constantinople, from the International Merca:-
tile Marine Company (g Broadway, New-York), and reading in part
as follows:
. . .. This matter (the need of direct steamship connections
“hetween the United States and the I.evant ports) has re-
“cently been receiving some consideration at our hands but
“you will realize that under the present conditions, existing
“on your side, it is quite impossible for us to make any
- plans or arrive at any conclusions as to what our future
“operations might be. We may say that we quite believe
“that future developments are likely to make the prospects
“of a service of steamships to the Levant ports quite at-
“tractive. s

This was four years ago. Many things have happened since
then. But the International Mercantile Marime Company has not
forgotten us, and now we are able to announce the establishment
by it of a new trans-Atlantic passenger and freight service from
New-York via Constantinople to Constanza, Roumania, which will
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offer to American business men and others direct and easy access
to points in the Near East and the Black Sea region. The first
sailing will be made by the American steamer BLACK ARROW
(formerly the Hamburg — American liner RHAFETIA) leaving
New-York September 25th, excellent accomodations being offered
for first class passengers.

Times have changed, indeed !

The International Mercantile Marine Company owns and ope-
rates the American Line (to which the BLACK ARROW belongs);
the Atlantic Transport Line; the Leyland Line; the Red Star Line;
the White Star Line etc, and is one of most powerful transport-
ation concerns in the world.

From Philadelphia to Black Sea Ports.
American Steamsiep Navigation Company’s New Service.

A direct freight service from®Philadelphia to Marseilles and
Barcelona,and another transatlanticservice from Philadelphia to Cons-
tantinople and Black Sea ports will be established by the Ameri-
rican Steamship Navigation Company. This concern was recently
incorporated for #1,000,000 under the laws of the State of Dela-
ware to carry on a general shipping business.

The company, which will have the cooperation of the Ame-
rican Sales Products Corporation, importers and exporters, will
start its service to Marseilles and Barcelona September 25 with
the new 5,000 ton steel American steamship “Elm Branch”. Officials
of the company are mnegotiating for the purchase of a large fleet

of steel steamships to be placed in the service of the two new
freight lines.

The service to Constantinople and Black Sea ports will be
inaugurated early in October. It is the intention of the American
Steamship Navigation Company to maintain a monthly service
on both lines, which will be increased as business warrants. The
Elm Branch, pioneer ship of the Marseilles and Barcelona service,
has almost sufficient cargo to warrant her sailing on schedule
time. The vessels of both new lines will load and discharge their

cargoes at the Philadelphia and Reading Railway Company’s Pier
C, Port Richmond.

On the return voyage from Marseilles and Barcelona the Elm
Branch will carry ore, olive oil, olives and other products. The
steamships in the Constantinople and Black Sea ports service will

bring back cargoes of ore, licorice root and other products of these
countries.

Possibilities for expanding Ameri-
can trade in Egypt are discussed in
a recent report of the Department of
Foreign and Domestic Commerce,
which sees the best opportunities in
pumps. for irrigation, coal, cheap me-
tal articles, cheap cotton goods, che-
mical supplies and iron and steel
products.

It is pointed out that the buying
population of the country is limited
to a large extent to the European
population of about 150,000, and that
the remainder of the people are too
poor to buy anvthing except the chea-
pest manufactu es.

The agricultural wealth of the
country is obtained from cultivation
of the lands along the Nile by irri-
gation. It is said, that there is need
for simple pumping apparatus to
replace the tiresome hand labor now
employved. The Commerce report says:

“In Egypt the workers cling to the
most primitive of plows and spades,
which are inefficient and waste the
labor of man and beast. A few agri
cultural machines, mostly of English
make, have been introduced from
time to time, but their use has not
made much progress. It has been
stated that the only way to introduce
agricultural implements into Egvpt
would be to give demonstrations of
them in the different villages. There
15 very little hope that the dealers or
jobbers who handle these implements

will themselves take the pains or
bear the expense of such demonstra-

tions.
“Thereis a growing demand among

Egvptians for small hardware, such
as cheap watches, clocks, knives, ta-
bleware, nails, screws, hinges, etc.
“One of the possible opportunities
for American trade in Egvpt is in
chemicals, drugs, perfumery, soap,
etc, which Egypt imported to the
value of over j4,000,000 in the year
1916. The more comfortable classes in
Eoypt are large consumers of perfu-
mery and there is a certain demand
for cheap soap. There is also a pos-
sible demand for dyes and chemicals,
as considerable amounts of cotton,
wool and silk are dyed in Egvpt in
patterns suited to the native tastes

and requirements.

“Since Egypt is totally destitute of
fuel except such as is furnished by
the scanty trees which grow along
the cliffs bordering the Nile, all of
the fuel used must be imported. In

LEVANT TRADE REVIEW

the year 1916 over 525,000,000 worth
of coal was imported, much of this
being needed for the cotton and sugar
plantations and other indudtries.

“One of the most promising fields
is the exportation to Egypt of cotton-
seed oil, peanut oil, bean oil and
other similar wvegetable oils, which
will, however, have to meet with the
close competition of cocoanut and
bean oil from Japan and other parts
of the Orient.

“As might be expected, the largest
import into Egypt is cotton cloth,
mostly of the lower grades, and there
is a considerable demand for cotton
varn and thread, coarse blankets,
gunny sacks and similar material.
These textiles have been mostly sup-
plied from British sources, and it is
to be expected that American com-
merce in these goods would have to
meet sharp competition from England
and possibly from France and Ger-
many.”

We read as follows in the New-York Journal of Commerce:
“Thre American Russian Chamber of Commnierce announces the organization

“of a branch in San Francisco in affiliation with the San Francisco

“Chamber of Commerce, for the development of American interests in
“Vladivostok and other Sibirian ports. It is cxpected that the arrange-
“ment will be followed by similar arrangements with other large com-

“mercial organizations throughout the country.”

The above is of much interest to the .American. Chamber of
Conmeree for the Levant because it concerns the carrying out of a
scheme for American Foreign T'rade Organization which is distine-
tly ours, and which probably is being acted upon by Mr. LEWIS
HECK in his present enterprise in the interest of our Chamber in
America.

In this connection we reproduce the following from Zevant
Trade Rewview No. 2, Vol. V. (September-Quarter, 1915):

One of the peculiarities of the American position is the absence
of American business men residing and doing business abroad, As
a nation, we prefer to stay at home. It is even difficult to find
Americans to go abroad as commercial travellers. We depend upon
foreigners in so many vital relations, as soon as we pass beyond
our own beloved borders, that the contemplation thereof is almost
painful. We are forced to admit our dependence upon foreigiers
in such fundamental matters as:

1. Steamship lines.

Banking institutions.:
Parcels post facilities.
Mercantile agencies.
Commercial agencies.
News service,

‘wn it became all the more necessary that there should be orga-
nized abroad, in various countries, American Chambers of Commerce
Those in Paris and Berlin were the first ones to be started — some
10-15 years ago.

In 1911 was formed the American Chamber of Comimerce for
the Levant which distinguished itself from its predeccssors by
placing itself more directly under consular auspices and also by
printing a somewhat elaborate Trade Review. It promptly asso-
ciated itself with the Chamber of Commerce of the United States
of America, sent 12 delegates to the Internationel Convention in
Boston of chambers of commerce (from all over the w orld), and
ultimately despatched its Executive Secretary to America for the

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purpose of establishing further connections between America and
the Ievant and the Balkans. More or less under immpulses ema-
nating from the ILevant movement, which enjoyed the powerful
support of Counsular Inspector Gottschalk, American Chambers of
Commerce were soon after established in Moscow, Amsterdam,
Milan and Barcelona.

These Chambers of Commerce gather within their folds all
reputable business men, within their respective districts, having
leanings toward America and organize them into compact bodies
which, through the influence and united action thus obtained and
mobilized, apply themselves to paving the way for American com-
merce by removing the obstacles impeding and hampering it.

Founded in consequence of consular initiative and maintained
through altruistic, sympathetic interestin America, they are to be
considered as missionary organizations pursuing no sordid ends of
their own. In the Levant, for instance, the officers of the Chamber
are Americans not themselves engaged in commerce and gentlemen
of other nationalities who, largely on sentimental grounds, desire
to serve American interests and identify themselves with the ex-
tention of American trade and influence and the propagation of
American ideals in the Near-East. The expenses are largely de-
frayed by such friends of America abroad, and it is on this point
that a timely word or two may be properly said to the Chamber
of Comnierce of the United States of America.

There can be no question of the value to America of these
American organizations in foreign fields. The Department of State
and the Departnient of Commerce have officially commended their
aims and efforts. Is it not, then, the duty of chambers of comimerce
in America to support them financially and to help in rendering
their work more comprehensive and effective ?

It is entirely laudable that chambers of commerce in America
organize foreign trade bureaus as integral parts of their organiza-
tion. But such measures are not sufficient nor adequate. What is
needed is further concentration, perhaps best attained and accon-
plished by subdivisions of each prominent chamber of commerce
in America being formed to act as organic branches of the Ame-
rican chambers of commerce abroad. What is wanted, to give an
example or illustration, in connection with the Detroit Board of
Commerce, for instance, are subdivisions of members some of whom
according to their business relations, will form a branch of the
American Chamber of Commerce for Holland, while others will
constitute a branch of the American Chamber of Commerce for
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the Levant — others again organizing themselves into a branch
of the American Chamber of Commerce in Berlin. These subdivi-
sions might exist under the general care of the chief of the foreign
trade bureau of the Detroit Board of Commerce but otherwise
have their independent existence.

In connection with the Philadelphia Commercial F\Imeullls
there is a Levant Section, a branch of the American Chamber of
Commerce for the I.evant. Some 50-60 members of the Museums
are sufficiently interested in the Levant and the Balkans to hold
membership in the I.evant Section, for which they pay some #5 each
annually. A portion of this fee is remitted to Constantinople by
Mr. Dudley Bartlett, Chief of the Foreign Trade Bureau of the
Philadelphia Commercial Museums, who in 1912 caused the I.evant
Section to be formed.

Levant Sections, formed in various American cities as subdi-
visions of existing commercial organizations, might form a national
organization under the presidency of Major ILydecker of New-
York, National Councillor of the American Chamber of Commerce
for the Levant, working in brotherly harmony with the Branches
in the East and the central organization in Constantinople.

In that way, there would grow up in America various com-
mercial organizations connected with special geographical divi-
sions abroad, such as the Levant, Russia, Germany, France, Italy,
China, etc. A cardinal point to hold on to would be that the head-
quarters of each society should remain in the foreign field.

It seems to us feasible and of cardinal importance that the
Chamber of Commerce of the United States of America should
earnestly commend to its constituent bodies such a system of spe-
cialization as herein suggested, and we would particularly ask
Mr. Goodwin, the General Secretary, to give it his careful consi-
deration at the earliest date possible because of the exceptionel
opportunity awaiting our country’s foreign trade on the termina-
tion of the war. To begin with, each chamber of commerce, board
of trade and commercial club of any consequence in America should
become a paying member of each American chamber of commerce

abroad and thus get into intimate and fruitfull touch with the
foreign fields.

(The *“Times”, London)

The Anglo-Persian Agreement augurs well for commercial deve-
lopment belween this country and Persia. For the first time in his-
tory, from the shores of the Caspian Sea to the Indian frontier the
Shah's domains are open to British enterprise and capital. As to the
popularity of the Agreement with the Persians themselves there can
be no doubl, but more important still is the evident good will of the
Shah and ruling classes.

It is of the utmost importance that British firms should realize
Lhat as a result of the Agreement we have in the north of Persia
practically a new market for our merchandise. The Convention of
1907, wlich divided Persia into spheres of influence, has beyond all
doubt become a dead letter, and British capital is no longer mena-
ced by the old reactionary régime of Russia. This new field of com-
mercial enterprise that is open to us in the north has a population
ol some five or six million people, who are erying out for imports of
almost every description.

One ol the immediate demands can in a large part be supplied
by Manchester. Cotton piece goods of almost every description will
find a ready sale in Tehevan, Tabriz, Meshed, Resht, Hamadan, and
Kermanshah. The population of Persia largely clothes itself in colton,
and almost entirely relies on the imported articles. Woollen mater-
ials are also at present in great request, as face clothes and coatings
are universally being worn by better-class Persians, and to a very
large extent by the middle classes, in spite of the present necessary
high prices. Underclothing, silks, velvets, satins, boots, shoes, sto-
ckings, in fact almost anything in the dress line will find a ready
market. The very low stocks of glassware, china, enamel goodt;.
drugs, &ec., are all wailing to be replenished.

During the war imports into Persia reached a very low level,
and it will be many years before the market can in any way be
overstocked. It therefore follows the demand at present is far greater
than the supply; thus a unique chance is given this country ‘of
supplying Persian needs, of which it must avail itsell if benefit is
to be reaped from the present golden opporlunity.

What has been written of the north of Persia equally applies
to the south, or the old neuntral zone and British sphere of influence,
only the present affords many important openings to British firms
that have not so far ventured on commercial felations with the

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The new Agreement will go a very long way towards releasing
Persian capital. No longer will Persia be perplexed by the claims of
various foreign Powers ; all is now plain sailing. The bigger mer-
chants command the required capital, and will willingly enter into
reciprocal agreements with British firms that are far-seeing enough
to take advantage of the presenl unique opportunities.

Perhaps the best way of fostering trade developments is for
British firms to send representatives to the country and make their
own arrangements on the spot. They could either open up branches
in the larger cities or establish agencies; many influential Persian
merchants would gladly undertake such a responsibility. They
would prove thoroughly trustworthy. In the north of Persia a know-
ledge of French would be most useful, but in most of the larger
cities there are many Persians who have quite a good command of
English. Needless to say, for anyone residing in the country a know-
ledge of Persian is essential. Fortunately this language is by no
means diflicult to acquire ; after six months’ study, anyone of ave-
rage intellect would be able to carry on a workable conversation.
Both Armenian and Persian clerks can be obtained on the spot
and are well able to manage the ordinary office routine. The Per-
sian broker is indispensable in 4 British merchant's office, and a
good broker’s advice can always be relied on.

The Agreement with Persia gives early promise of the impro-
vement and-opening up of communications:in that country; and
with a view both to trade expansion and prevention of famine,
Britain is prepared to cooperate with the Persian Government in
carrying out such economic schemes as may be thought advisable
in this direction, both by means of railway construction and other
forms of transport. Fortunately famine is of rare occurrence in
Persia and will be a thing of the past when once irrigation sche-
mes on a large scale are introduced. Before very long British engi-
neering firms will be asked to send in tenders for some such under-
takings. The Ispahan plain could alone produce wheat for half the
population of Persia and a surplus to spare for export if such a
scheme were undertaken.

Concessions of all kinds have been difficult to obtain in the
past, not so much because the Persian people lack enterprise but
rather because of the jealousy exhibited by the representatives of
foreign Powers competing with one -another in seeking such con-
cessions. In exploiting the mineral wealthiof Persia, the underta-
king of irrigation schemes, and opening up the country generally,
it is essential there should be cooperation with Persian financiers,

who will only loo readily take their part in any such schemes now
that they are fully assured of the good will between their country
and ours.

As an oulcome of the Agreement, Persian exports will undoub-
tedly increase materially. A large amount of cotton is cultivated all
over Persia: this commodity in the past has almost entirely found
its way into the Russian market. Samples of this cotton have been
sent to the United Kingdom, and has been judged to be of high
quality, being especially suitable for making up with wool. In the
near future Persia will not only be able to supply us with cotton,
but also tobacco, tea, cereals, and other products in far larger quan-
tities than hitherto.

The shortest route into Persia is at present via Marseilles, Cons-
tantinople, and Batoum on the Black Sea, to Baku via the Cauca-
sian railway, whence a boal can be taken to Enzeli, the Persian
Caspian port. From this port there is a good carriage road to Tehe-
ran, the capital. This route is not yet available for the importation
of goods into Persia, but as a result of the Agreement some arran-
gement will undoubtedly be arrived at with the Caucasian authori-
ties, and as an outcome, let us hope, we shall have a new and easy
trade route into Persia.

The great bulk of our trade with Persia is carried on by means
of the Persian Gulf. Alveady monthly sailings have recommenced
from Glasgow to the Gulf ports, where the goods are unloaded and
proceed to the interior by means of caravans.

For Kerman and Yezd, Bandar Abbas is the most suitable port,
whereas Bushire is within easy reach of Shiraz, and Mohammerah
is the port for Ahwaz and Ispahan. Kermanshah and Hamadan can
easily be reached.via Baghdad, from which city there is already a
railway to the Persian frontier.

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Present Conditions
in Mesopotamia

(TThe “Times''. London)

Mesopotamia to day i1s somewhat
similar to what [ imagine Egypt was
before the advent of the Suez Canal
and the development of the country
by the French and later on, much
more thoroughly, by ourselves.

The succession of misrule, or ra-
ther the absence of any real Govern-
ment, has' been the ‘unfortunate
state of Mesopotamia for centuries
past, and it has therefore been 1mpos-
sible for any development of the na-
tural resources of the country to
take place. With a settled government
and consequent security of tenure
the tendenecy will be for the nomad
Arabs to become more settled in their
agricultural pursuits,

At the present time the trading in
the country is practically confined to
the port of Basra and to Baghdad,

which act as distribating centres for
Mesopotamia and Persia. During the
war the trade of Mesopotamia has
been practically at a standstill, owing
to the ban on imports and the fact
that the caravan routes into Persia
and to the Holy Cities of Nejef and
Kerbela have been closed, and, with
the single exception of the date crop,
which was exported to assist the
food shortage at home, the local mer-
chant has had to rely on the trade
which always follows in the wake of
a British Army. The Ixport trade
has also been practically closed down,
so that at the present moment the
bazaars of Mesopotamia are deman-
ding all the usunal goods suitable for
Fastern trade, The advent of the
British army has brought in its train
the provision of a great number of
permanent trading facilities which
in normal times would have taken
decades to build up.

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Army has had special attention from
the engineers, and large wharves,
with electrically-driven cranes, have
been constructed, enahbling ocean-
groing steamers to come alongside
to discharge cargoes, which hereto-
fore had to be unloaded into barges
in mid-river. A dry dock has been
constructed capable of taking every
size of river steamers, and altogether
the port now compares very favou-
rably with any other Eastern port in
its facilities for the handling of mer-
chandise. Large warehouses have
been constructed there and will pre-
sumably be handed over to private
enterprise, so that the country begins
under our regime with a thoroughly
good and up-to-date commercial
port. The Basra-Naziryeh and the
Basra-Amara railways run down to
the wharves, and unloading is direct
into trucks or river barges. A central
power station capable of taking the
full load of all military and ecivil re-
quirements is now working, and,

owing to the cheapness of oil fuel,
the cost of power is very reasonable.
Until such time as the Baghdad-
Constantinople railway is completed,
Basra will be the chief inlet for all
goods into the country.

From Basra all goods are sent up
country by river barges or by train
to Amara, and thence by barges, and
eventually it is the intention to con-
nect the two railways, Basra-Nazir-
veh and Hillah-Baghdad, thus for-
ming a through railway from Basra
to Baghdad and later to Constanti-
nople. Before the war Messrs. Lynch
Brothers had three or four steamers
plving between Basra and Baghdad
and Mosul. During the war the mili-
tary authorities collected a magnifi-
cent fleet of several hundred river
boats, and presumably these will now
be dispersed. Baghdad may be said
to be the great trade centre of the
country on which all the main cara-
van routes converge, and the present
railway programme provides that all

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railwavs constructed shall radiate
thence. The bazaars of Baghdad carry
on a large trade with Persia, and the
Mesopotamian cities of Mosul, Ker-
hella, and Nejef. Under the British
occupation Baghdad has been greatly
improved, a new power station has
been laid down capable of supplyving
all the needs of the city, and large
mechanical workshops erected for
the repair of agricultural machinery.
In addition communications have
been improved all over the country
and a new road constructed into
Persia. '

The whole of the fertile belt around
the Hillah area of the Euphrates has
been irrigated, and enough crops
were obtained last year in the coun-
try to feed the Army there, and, at
the same time, to export a certain
amount of grain to India. This belt
is extraordinarily fertile, and, if other
tracts are taken in hand in the same
way and irrigated, there is no reason

why Mesopotamia should not regain
its old-time position amongst the
cereal-producing countries of the
world. Its difficulties at the moment
are the lack of finance for develop-
ment and the lack of population. The
former may be overcome by a grant
of a subsidy from the Home Govern-
ment or by the Civil Administra-
tion giving local firms special facili-
ties for acquiring land in return for
the investment of capital in the coun-
try. The question of population,
however, is more diffienlt, and it will
take time for this to right itself. At
present I believe the population of
Mesopotamia to be not more than
two mullion souls, and the infantile
mortality rate is appalling. The Arab
has a mechanical turn of mind and
takes kindly to all forms of machi-
nery. There are special openings for
the sale of agricultural machinery,
such as pumps, oil engines, and trac-
tors, in fact for all sorts of labour-
saving machinery.

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It has been predicted by Sir William
Marshall, Commander-in-Chief in
Mesopotamia, that the country will
become one of the ereatest cotton-
growing regions in the world. The
Government have for the last two
yvears had experimental cotton gar-
dens laid down. The results obtained
have been extraordinarily satisfac-
tory, and the development of cotton
growing will be one of the greatest
assets in the future of the country.
It is too early yet to state what policy
the Government propose to adopt
with regard to commercial enterprise
in this direction, whether they are
going to grant concessions to private
investors to take up land, or whether
they are going to rely entirely on
the local inhabitants for these de-
velopments ; but whatever poliey: is
followed there is doubtless great
scope for commercial enterprise in
the growing of cotton for export.

At the moment there are fairly
large stocks of Government stores of
all kinds in the country. The surplus
of these will doubtless be realized
locally, and will help to satisfy for a
time the demand for building and
other materials; but in a country
which has practically no stone or
timber there is always a ready de-
mand for all classes of materials used
in construction,

The recent Agreement entered into
by the British Government with the
Shah of Persia will have far-reaching
effects on the future of Mesopotamia,
and this point has not been lost sight
of by our Minister at Teheran, Sir
Percy Cox, who was until quite re-
cently the Civil Commissioner for

Constantinople has become more
or less the commercial capital of
Caucasia and South Russia, and will
probably so remain for a long time
to cone.

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Roumania Seeking
American Credits

Would Pay in Dollars for
imports in two years.

Pressing Need for Foodstuffs and
Clothing— Market for Shoes,
Woolens, Cotton Goods
and Linens.

That Rumania is in need of food-
stuffs and clothing immwmediately is
emphasized in a recent letter to a
New York export and import house
from a financial institution in Bucha-
rest, in which it is also pointed out
that the principal drawback to the
development of imports from the
United States is the difficult question
of foreign exchange. Referring to
this problem of exchange the letter
says:

“As you know, Rumania is mainly
a cereal country, and in normal times
also lumber and oil, besides these
cereals, were exported in such quan-
tities that the value of these exports
exceeded by far the value of the im-
ports into Rumania. As a result of
the war and of the conditions prevai-
ling during the war, the exports from
America were reduced to a minimum,
whereas the imports have increased
tremendously.

“The natural results of these facts
are that the Rumanian lei, which was
in normal times often quoted above
the French frane, has undergone a
considerable decrease in value. This
is the main drawback against a rapid
development of imports from Ame-
rica to Rumania. This difficulty,
however, would be, if neot entirely,
partly overcome if you and other
export firms there would be willing
to export the commodities against
deposits of Rumanian papers of value
("Wertpapiere’, bonds and stocks).

“The purchasers would bind them-

selves, hesides the above-mentioned
deposits of papers of value, eventu-
ally with a letter of guarantee from
the bank, and pay the dollars within
a period of two years with a remu-
neration of the interest. This plan
would give you as well as the pur-
chasers profit, and would be a means
to establish connections between Ru-
mania and the United States in such
a way which would last after the re-
turning of normal conditions.

“We have interests for all sorts of
food and clothing materials; espec-
lally, however for leather: sole, top
and chevreaux leather. Also shoes
for women and men in all prices, all
kinds of woolens and cotton goods
and also fine linens. Everything, of
course, depends in the first place
upon prices and quality.

“In the food line we have most in-
terest in rice, sugar (powdered, gra-
nulated and cube sugar), tea and
coffee, also for these articles we re-
quest best prices, c. 1. f. Constantza
or Galatz. If you would agree to our
pavment conditions and if your pri-
ces would find a market here, we will
cable you our orders via Paris'.

European Coaling Base
for U. S. Steamships.

The British Consulate General in

longer in force.

The announcement is only what
might be expected when the condition
of Great Britain’s coal production is
understood.

he will need 1,000 ton of coal for one
way, which will lessen her cargo ca-
capacity just so much. Some of these
vessels cannot carry emough coal for
a round trip and at the same time
carry a paying cargo.

It is believed that it may be neces-
sary for American owners to establish
coaling stations on the other side
carrying their coal from Norfolk or
some other Southern coal port. This
was done during the war and steam-
ship companies are convined that it
can be done again. Ships of 6,000 or
8,000 tons capacity can be employed
and keep a supply of bunker coal
constantly on hand for the return
trip. As the neutral nations have
heretofore been compelled to depend
upon England for their coal, it may
now be necessary for the United Sta-
tes to act in that capacity. If so, it
will be necessary to maintain a regu-
lar fleet of colliers between the Uni-
ted States coal ports and foreign ports
where American and other nations
send their steamers.

A 52,500,000 Home.

Announcement has been made that
a 52,500,000 home for the Chamber of
Commerce of the United States will
‘be erected in Washington, D. C.

This reminds us that some vears
ago a committee was appointed by
the Board of Directors of the AME-
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RICAN CHAMBER OF COMMER-
CE FOR THE LEVANT to prepare
for the erection in Constantinople of
an “American Han'' in which the
Chamber incidentally would be hou-
sed along with other American ins-
titutions.

Greece a good market
for hospital supplies.

An unusually good opportunity
for the sale of hospital equipment
and supplies exists in Greece at the
present time, according to the report
of Trade Commissionner Eliot G.
Mears, at Athens, Greece, made pub-
lic by the Bureau of Foreign and
Domestic Commerce in Washington.

The enlargement of Grecian hospi-
tals has been a direct result of the
war, says Mr. Mears. A number of
new ones have also been opened.
Greece now has 48 military, 3o mu-
nicipal and 14 special hospitals. Their
total bed capacity as of June 1oth,
1919, was 15,640.

Port Improvement.

The Greecian port of Kalamatia is to
be improved. The harbor is to be deep-
ened, the river dredged, and water-

worlks constructed.

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Russian Mission in U. S.

A Russian Agricultural Co-opera-
tive Mission, which represents fou

provinces of South Russia (Khersonr

Taurid, Bessarabia and Podolia), all
of which comprise the Odessa region,
has arrived in New York,

The mission consists of the follow-
ing members: M. V. Orloff, direc-
tor of the Odessa Credit [Union of
Co-operative Associations: 1. M.
Orloff, engineer-agriculturist, mana-
ger of the agricultural office of the
same union, and George Shvitau,
Professor of the University of Odessa
and member of Lthe Odessa Co-opera-
tive Committee.

The aims of the mission are of a
purely economic character, namely,
to get acquainted with the market of
agricultural machinery and to esta-
blish definite connections with repu-
table firms; to familiarize themselves
with agriculture in America in gene-
ral and with agricultural education
in particular, and to study the mar-
ket of other commodities needful to
the Russian peasant and land worker.

Although the mission cannot at
the present time make purchases,
the members would like to select the
machinery and to establish connec-
tions with American firms, in order
to begin to carry out their plans as
soon as circumstances will make it
possible for them.

The mission is said to represent
large purchasing power. It draws its
forces mainly from the credit co-ope-
rative societies. In the region repre-
sented by the mission there are more
than one thousand such societies.
They comprise about one million pea-
sant land workers. These co-operative
societies are united into twenty
unions. In 1918 the capital owned by
the unions alone was 400,002,600 rub.
les and the trade turnover reached
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two and omne-half billion roubles, it
is claimed.

The unions of credit co-operative
societies furnish, through the coun-
try credit societies, the necessary
agricultural implements, fertilizers
and seeds to the population of the
country.

The biggest agricultural experts
are now working with the co-opera-
tive societies. In furnishing the pea.
sant land worker with all the neces-
sary products, the co-operative socie-
ties are said to be aiding in the rea-
lization of the crop by collecting the
grain. How great their work is, is
evidenced by the fact that thirty
million bushels of crop were gath-
ered by the co-operative societies of
Kherson alone in 1g18.

All the information in regard to
proper construction is supplied by
specialists attached to the so ieties.
This fact it is pointed out must also
be well remembered by the manufac-
turers wishing to adapt their pro-
ducts to the Russian market. Odessa
has been the main port for imports
of the agricultural machinery from
America, and South Russia was the
chief user of the machinery. This
caused the mission to come to Ame-
rica and for that purpose it visi-
ted Italy, France and England. Inten-
ding to visit the American factories,
it hopes to be useful to them and be
met accordingly.

The mission intends to transact all
its business through its central orga-
nizations, th{e Al¥-Russian Central
Union of Consumers' Societies, Inc.,
“Centrosojus,” and the Moscow Nar-
odny Bank, both located at 136 Lib-
erty Street, New York city.

Russian Licorice
Industry.

( Weelly Bulletin, Canadian
Depariment of Trade and Com-
merce, Ottawa, May 14.)

) ussta supplies practicelly
%-B;th:; whole of the world's

consumption of licorice. This ar-
ficle a generation ago was known
and used mainly for its medici-
nal properties, but has since
found other and wider applica-
tions, particularly in the tobacco
industry of the United States
and Canada, which consumes
annually many thousand tons
of licorice. The Exports of lico-
rice from Russia in 1913, the
latest normal year, were 1,722,632
poods (62,209,077 pounds), val-
ued al 1,875,108  rubles
(:5965,681), of which 1,671,137
poods (60,349,447 pounds), va-

lued at 1,722,150  rubles
(5886.907), went to the United
States, and 31,558 poods

(1,139,648 pounds), valued at

($557,928), went to Germany. Of

the total, 1,269 poods (45,827
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pounds) were exporled from
Odessa, 199,923 poods (7,219,781
pounds) [rom Novorossisk, and
1,488,191 poods (53,742,754
pounds) from Batum.
Regions of Production—Prices.
The production of licorice root
in Russia is carried on in the
Ural Province, in the . sleppe
country on the eastern side of
the Ural Mountains, in the Trans-
caspian region, and in Transcau-
casia and the adjoining districts
of Asia Minor. In the Ural dis-
trict the cultivation of licorice
root provides employment for
about 3,000 families, and the
output averages about 150,000
poods (5,416,921 pounds) annu-
ally. The root when harvesled,
dried, and cleaned is pul on the
local markets at prices ranging
from 1.75 to 2.60 rubles (1 ru-
ble=50.515 at the normal ex-
change rale) per pood (36.1128
pounds); raw roolt is worth 50 teo
60 kopecks (100 kopecks=1 ru-
ble) per pood, with transport
from the place ol production
costing 18 to 25 kopecks per
pood. The chief buyers are local

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factory owners, who treat the
root by a simple process and
who, before the war, exported
the extract and other produets
chielly to Hamburg.

In Germany the products of

the root are worked up in dilfe-
rent chemical preparations and
are also used as a food product
Since the outbreak of the war the
cultivators in the Ural district
have largely lost their market,
but with the assistance of the
Russian  Lxport Chamber, in
Pelrograd, efforts have been ma-
de to secure new markets, espe-
cially in America and elsewhere.
The difficulties, however, have
been considerable, as the trade
is conducted on a ecash basis and
the local factory owners hesitate
to risk consigning their produc-
lion to new firms of whose finan-
cial standing they have no know-
ledge or experience.

The licorice industry in the
other parts of Russia mentioned
completely overshadows in im-
portance that of the Ural distriet.
It is said to be completely in the
control of a powerful Caucasian
corporation owned in London.
This company is responsible for
practically the whole of the ex-
port from the Black Sea ports.
The company owns some 10 fac-
tories of which 4 are in the Cau-
casus, 1 in Central Asia (Tur-
kestan), 3 in Asia Minor, 1 on
the Tigris and the Euphrates,
and 1 in Greece. The chiel offi-
ces in Russia are in Llisavetpol

39,024,150 pounds,
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in the Caucasus, to which point
the licorice root gathered in Tur-
kestan is brought to be . worked
up. Turkestan is considered the
richest source of supply at the
present time, [rom which, in the
vears preceding the war, some
400,000  poods (14,445,000
pounds) were shipped abroad
annually. In this region the root
grows wild over thousands of
acres along the banks of the
Amur-Daria River. The root
when gathered is put into bales
and . conveyed by rail to Elisa-
vetpol for treatment. It is slated
that the licorice-root industry is
very profitable. From 100 poods
of root are obtained 36 to 40 per
cent of licorice, and the process
of treating the rool is nol com-
plicated. In 1915 the cost of col-
lection per pood by dhe natives
worked out atabout 10 kopecks,
and by agents at about 20 Ko-
pecks.

During the period of the war
exports of licorice have shrunk
far below the prewar figure and
have gone chiefly via the port of
Vladivostok.

Perceptible progress is being made
by the American business man in
acquiring an international outlook.

The National Association of Manu-
facturers reports that the Boards of
Trade throughout the Republic, the
banks, private enterprises, expaort
organizations, public schools, and
colleges, are all working for the same
end—the education of the young
American for life and work abroad.
But it is probable that the most in-
tensive work is being done in the
colleges and universities.

Harvard offers a course in foreign
trade that includes foreign trade me-
thods, European trade and Latin-
American trade problems. There are
related courses in banking, market-
ing and- transportation, and special
and supplementary courses are offe-
red in economics, history, and govern-
ment. The University of Chicago
offers a course embracing-trade with
Europe, South America, and the
Orient. A special course in foreign
trade has been introduced at the Uni-
versity of Illinois which includes
supplementary courses in internatio-
nal law and commercial politics. The
College of the City of New York has
an elaborate curriculum on world
trade, comprising market geography
South American sales problems, ex-

port and import control, export tech-
nique, foreign credits, foreign sales
practice, foreign exchange, United
States and foreign customs adminis-
tration, and principles of merchant
marine administration.

New facilities for educational work
are being constantly created. A New
York citizen has just given 3250,000
for the establishment of an institution
to be devoted to the teaching of for-
eign trade: foreign trade clubs are
being formed in all the large cities.
The United States Shipping Board,
the Department of Commerce, the Fe-
deral Board for Vocational Education
are official departments of the Govern-
ment that are stirring up the Ame-
rican people to make foreign trade
the live issue of the day, a problem
which. must be solved atthe very
earliest posgible date. Several of the
most influential corporations have
also announced that they now have
their own foreign trade schools where
students are prepared to take key
positions as their representatives and
are paid during the period required
for the preparatory work.

The cumulative effort is quite evi-
dently on a basis of permanency ; the
character ‘of the preparations makes
it certain that the matter is not one
of passing interest, but is assuming
the proportions of a strong construc-
tive effort to make the United States
one of the great world-trading powers.
